1. Minutes
The minutes of the meeting on 11 July 2011 were accepted as a true record and signed accordingly. The Chairman welcomed the newest committee member, June Bennington
2. Correspondence

Letter received from Yorkshire Water re change of ownership of sewage responsibility for the hall – no action from committee required.

Forum Focus Magazine received.

Rural Action Yorkshire, invitation to join, committee declined for now.

Sonata Acoustics letter re soundproofing – to be considered at a later date.

3. Treasurers Report

LR confirmed cash balance, £209.01, Bank, £5984.20, total £6193.21

Fees still outstanding re PC and Village Show, and bills outstanding (not yet rec’d) for electrical works and flooring in extension/final bill, due to drying out issues.

Grants – application made to NYCF for grant of £4700 to cover purchase of new chairs, trolley for tables, trolley for chairs and an exterior noticeboard. Acknowledgement rec’d, but an interview will also be necessary.

Lottery funding for extension – end of grant report required, but this can’t be completed until the final bill comes in.

4. Fund Raising

Race Night – no success in finding someone to run the event. The suggestion that the committee run the event was rejected, as was the suggestion that we use the person that did it last time. Matter on-going.

Rural Arts – no subsidised funding from Hambleton DC available. “The Shed”, based in Pickering, available for music/jazz, for a fee.

It was agreed to consider hiring a pantomime next year – the fee quoted was £400.

Tina informed the committee that a portion of the money raised from the apple squashing as part of the Jubilee Fundraising Project, would be donated to hall funds.

Possibility of wine tasting evening on 21 January – various sources to be checked to run the event.

Another advert to be placed in the Church Gazette regarding hire of the hall, including the badminton facilities, and the forthcoming wine tasting  evening.

5. Fabric/maintenance

Extension update – the floor is taking some time to dry out, so flooring can’t go down – consideration be given to hiring a dehumidifier – or perhaps air-bricks and door vents.
Old/new bricks – staining to be cleaned.

Floor to be varnished.

Lottery and other funding plaques have been misplaced – replacements requested, and along with a banner will be in place for the opening on 30 Oct.

The fence to the side of the hall requires some maintenance, the paving slabs have been relaid at the side of the hall, an outside trip-switch to be fitted.

The floor needs varnishing again, with the badminton white lines to be painted below the varnish – carry forward.

Curtains need washing and re-fireproofing – carry forward.

6. Official Opening
This will be included as part of the events on 30 Oct for Jubilee fundraising. Cllr Tim Swales to be approached. Suggested that the event be advertised in D&S village reports.
