Giving Up Things for Lent 

Sometimes giving things up for Lent gets a bad press. The idea is that we 

should be positive about our faith and actually do something, rather than 

being negative and giving something up. But the two things can go 

together. We can do something – commit ourselves to praying every day – 

whilst giving something up, for instance not eating or drinking so much 

So, giving things up is not necessarily negative. It would be bad if we made a 

big show of it, just as Jesus complained about showy religious types who 

looked dismal and disfigured their faces to show how holy they were 

(Matthew 6:16.) But if we give things up for positive reasons then this can 

only be a good thing. It can help us to be less selfish, to glimpse what life 

might be like for the very poor, instead of fantasising about being super-rich.  

Giving things up for Lent can make us think again about our faith and help us 

to renew our commitment to being disciples of Christ. So, we have a 

challenge as to how we can keep Lent well. Please do come to our Ash 

Wednesday service if you can (Feb. 14th at 7.30pm, West Rounton)
